The Center is a Unique Asset to the Region 
  

 
 
Each year, it is my distinct pleasure to present a snapshot of the impact the California Center for 

the Arts, Escondido has had on the San Diego community.  In a year that presented us with so many new 
challenges, it is especially gratifying to share with you what was achieved. 

Although 2008/2009 brought with it the most difficult external environment in recent history, 
combined with critical changes to internal operations, the Center’s hardworking staff and volunteers 
remained focused on its goals of offering the highest quality of cultural experiences to the broadest 
possible audience.  In the face of change and uncertainty, the Center was bolstered by the great 
outpouring of support received this year from the foundations, corporations, donors, volunteers, 
supporters and friends who stepped up to meet these challenges.  The Center staff took on superhuman 
roles to see projects through, and we are ever grateful to the countless members and donors who 
answered the Center's call for help in underwriting the 2009/2010 Performing Arts Season.   

The need to adapt to a changing arts and culture environment in San Diego County prompted the 
Escondido City Council Ad Hoc Committee to work with the Center to develop a new model of 
programming in its theaters.  In June 2008, it was determined that all future Center-presented 
performances would require underwriting to be secured prior to contracting with artists.  In the short time 
since this change, I'm thrilled to report that $156,000 and counting have been contributed towards 
another year of world-class theater, music and dance.           

Many non-profits and for-profits were rethinking their business operations in the 2008/2009 year, 
and the Center also refocused its efforts in order to fulfill its important role in the region.  As the only multi-
disciplinary arts center in San Diego County, the Center created new programs that aimed to enrich the 
lives of all, through all art forms.  Visitors this year saw more innovative, participatory and engaging 
activities, like behind-the-scenes access to touring artists and events that integrated multiple arts 
experiences, such as Tango performances in the Center Museum.  Look for even more offerings next 
year that meld the worlds of music, dance, visual arts and theater.    

This Community Impact Report illustrates just how profoundly the Center contributes to the region 
by providing social, educational, and economic benefits through its many artistic experiences, 
partnerships, community-building events and education programs.   On behalf of the Board of Trustees, 
staff, and volunteers, I thank you for your commitment in helping the Center uplift the community by 
bringing the highest-quality in visual and performing arts together. I hope you will take advantage of all 
that the California Center for the Arts, Escondido has to offer in the upcoming year!

Arts in the Theaters 
More than 175 artists of local, national and 
international acclaim graced the Center’s superb 
stages during the Performing Arts Season.  
Audiences came from around Southern California 
for a diverse line-up of 32 productions of 
orchestras, jazz, dance, classical music, blues, 
Broadway favorites, musical theater and 
acrobatic performances.   
 
Highlights of the Season included special 
engagements by Celtic Spring, Rickie Lee Jones, 
Vince Gill, Capitol Steps, GrooveLily, Bob the 
Builder, “War of the Worlds” & “Lost World,” and 
the Smothers Brothers with Janet Klein; dancing 
by the Paul Taylor Dance Company, Ballet 
Theatre of Russia, Alvin Ailey American Dance, 
and “Tango First Century;” classical repertoire 
from the San Diego Symphony, “Keyboard 
Conversations,” Ahn Trio, “Operatic Delights” and 
“Gilbert and Sullivan’s HMS Pinafore;” jazz and 
blues performances by Songs of Johnny Mercer: 
“Too Marvelous for Words,” and the Preservation 
Hall Jazz Band; and tastes of Broadway from the 
“25th Annual Putnam Spelling Bee,” “Ultimate 
Broadway,” and “Movin’ Out.” 
 

Scrap Arts Music 
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Arts in the Museum 
In Fall 2008, viewers to the Center Museum 
delved into contemporary artworks that explored 
themes such as military culture, aspects of “ruins” 
within society, and the wonderful qualities of 
printmaking.  Artists Owen Mundy, Kristine 
Diekman, Karen Schaffman, Anne O’Cain, 
Richard Keely, Shannon McNeill, and the 
members of the Los Angeles Printmaking Society 
were represented.   

In Spring 2009, visitors explored multiple 
exhibitions by a variety of artists. On display in 
the galleries were conceptual pieces focused on 
political issues by Debby and Larry Kline, Nina 
Waisman’s interactive sound and sculpture 
installations and investigations into the roles of 
mothers by multiple artists.    

Also in spring 2009, the exhibition 20th Century 
Photography: Selections from the Wachovia 
Securities Art Collection brought one of the finest 
corporate collections of vintage and 
contemporary photographs to Escondido.  
Notable and iconic images by Dorthea Lange, 
Ervin Marton, Inge Morath and Max Yavno 
illustrated street photography from the 1940s and 
’50s, and everyday moments in the lives of 
ordinary people living in post-World War II Paris, 
New York and Los Angeles.   
 
Dance in the Museum 
Visitors to the Center Museum this year 
discovered that dance isn’t just for the stage.  
Tap n’ Tour, a docent-led tour of the fall 2008 
exhibitions, infused tap dance routines inspired 
by the artworks on view into the galleries.  
Tangolicious brought guests a multi-dimensional 
evening of dancing, fashion and art in April 2009, 
featuring performances by Tangocentric Dance 
Project.  

 
 

Arts in the Sculpture Court 
More than 1,000 people celebrated the 14th 
annual installation of Mexico City artist Eloy 
Tarcisio’s artwork, Muerte de todos ofrenda de 
participación (Death Comes to Everyone, a 
Participatory Offering).  Tarcisio’s artwork 
encouraged visitors of all backgrounds to create 
their own art (altars in memory of loved ones), 
and educated participants on the vibrant 
traditions of the Mexican holiday Día de los 
Muertos (Day of the Dead).

Gaining “Backstage” Insight 
Pairing education with entertainment, many 
Center-presented performances included pre- or 
post-show experiences with traveling talents.  
Dance students learned from the nationally 
recognized modern dancers of Alvin Ailey 
American Dance in the sold-out Dance Master 
Class.  Three Open Rehearsal events offered 
audiences a glimpse into the pre-show 
preparation of the professional dance troupes of 
Paul Taylor Dance Company, Ballet Theatre of 
Russia and Tango First Century.  Meet the 
Performers enabled patrons to hear firsthand the 
surprises and pitfalls of the orchestra world from 
the conductor of the San Diego Symphony, and 
enjoy a discussion with actors from “War of the 
Worlds.”   

 
 
Learning through the Performing Arts 
Center Stage: Performances for Youth is the 
San Diego region’s only series of performances 
specifically designed to be integrated into 
kindergarten through 12th grade curricula.  
Center Stage’s eight productions (including 
ScrapArtsMusic, Butterfly: The Story of a 
Lifecycle, and Playwright’s Project’s The Best 
Mistake), supported teachers by offering 
California Standards-based educational content 
in a lively, artful form.  This year’s goal of 
increasing attendance by middle and high 
school students was successfully reached!

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Learning in the Museum 
The Center Museum expanded educational 
opportunities available to all visitors this year, 
leading to a 20% increase in the average time 
visitors spent in the galleries.  Ongoing 
programs included docent-led tours and art 
studio activities for youth.  New educational 
areas were created in the galleries that invited 
patrons to discover, reflect on and respond to 
the artworks and themes on view.   

A hands-on In Studio: Artist Demonstration 
enabled thirty students to discover the art of 
printmaking with artist Vinita Voogd.  A Gallery 
Talk with Carol McCusker, Curator of the 
Museum of Photographic Arts, Balboa Park 
provided visitors with insight into the history of 
photography in conjunction with the 20th Century 
Photography: Selections from the Wachovia

Turning Passions into Professions 
An ongoing partnership with Escondido 
Education COMPACT enabled thousands of 
middle and high school students to hear about 
career opportunities in the arts and theater 
administration through Career Days.  Three 
hundred and thirty-five students got a glimpse 
into the professions of theatrical production 
(lighting, audio, scenery changes, etc.) during 
Behind the Scenes: Technical Demonstrations 
given at the Center and in area schools.  Six 
students from Mission Hills High School also 
worked alongside the Center’s professional staff 
to help produce the Celtic Spring performance 
as part of the Honor Crew program.   

The Stage Technician Intern Program employed 
an average of eight adult interns, and graduated 
two interns.  Interns enter the program with as 
little as a high school diploma and earn wages 
as they prepare to qualify for entrance into the 
International Alliance of Theatrical Stage 
Employees Union (IATSE) and begin careers as 
professional stagehands.

The integration of the visual and performing arts into academic instruction is vital as it encourages 
students to become lifelong learners and develop into better citizens, leading to a brighter future for 
all.  Local schools continue to reduce or eliminate arts classes, increasing the need for kindergarten 
through 12th grade arts outreach.  The Center’s comprehensive education programs filled this gap 
and were recognized by the Arts Education Resource Organization (AERO) of San Diego County with 
their ‘Visual and Performing Arts’ Standards Level 3 Seal of approval.

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Teaching Artists in Local Schools 
In its third year, the education outreach program 
My Story: Literacy through the Arts, a 
comprehensive school outreach program, was 
nationally recognized through prestigious grants 
from the National Endowment for the Arts and 
the California Arts Council.

Teachers Discover New Ways to Educate 
Four free informational events provided 252 
teachers with ready-to-use lessons and activities 
intended to integrate the arts into academic 
subjects such as history-social science, natural 
and life sciences, and English-language arts 
lessons for the more than 7,000 children they 
serve.  Thanks to collaborations with the 
Escondido Children’s Museum and the Escondido 
History Center, this year the Educators’ Open 
House added a Resource Fair that offered 
information tables for regional non-profits to 
connect with educators. 

In December 2008, the Center hosted a national 
leader in arts education, Philip Yenawine, the 
former Director of Education of the Museum of 
Modern Art, New York, and the co-founder of the 
Visual Thinking Strategies (a method employed 
by the Center’s Education Programs).   San Diego 
County museum and educational professionals 
discovered how to integrate his innovative 
technique into their museum education programs 
and academic classroom lessons.

The Center’s accessible programs brought low 
cost or free arts experiences to nearly 36,000

School District, utilizes the Center’s space as a meeting point for their Job Shadow Day and 
Youth Opportunity Day.  Nearly 400 high school students participated in on-site interviews or 
were routed to job shadow locations through this collaboration.

Center memberships, 215 museum passes, and 280 performance tickets for their fundraisers, helping 
to raise at least $22,000 in support of their important efforts.

Five hundred and thirty-one students and 
military took advantage of half-priced Rush Ticket theater discounts. 

·  1,073 patrons enjoyed a free afternoon in the Center Museum galleries, and 5,500 people viewed one 
of 20 performances in the Center Theater on Wells Fargo Free First Wednesdays, thanks to the 
generous sponsorship of Wells Fargo Bank.
